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Inaugurated in 2014, the Bastogne War Museum has had the pleasure of 
welcoming more than 1.3 million visitors, making it the centre of reference for 

the Second World War in Belgium. 
Over a 10 year period, the museum has expanded from being a singular experience 

to being a 4 visit experience across 3 different sites of remembrance. 
A “full experience” ticket, valid for a 7 day period, gives you access to all of 

our sites. Groups of more than 20 people benefit from a reduced tariff.
