Our brand-new function/recpetion room lets you enjoy a drink and a
meal underneath a life-size P-51 fighter jet. This venue honors Major
George Preddy. A true American aviation “ace” killed in the Battle of
the Bulge at the controls of his aircraft.

@ BASTOGNE CONVENTION CENTER

With a surface area of 4305 ft2, the Bastogne Convention Center is the
ideal venue for large-scale events. This well-equipped room features a
giant 215 ft2 screen and top-quality sound systems.
Reservations for this space include the “Mustang Flight Zone"

BISTROT DE LA PAIX

Available in the evening (after 6:00 p.m.), the Bistrot de la Paix is a replica
of a 1950s estaminet seating up to 140 people.
Set to the music of the era, this cosy café reflects the post-war mood:
relaxed and happy to be done with a five-year war.

MEETING ROOM

Accommodating up to 42 people, this meeting room offers the possibility

of broadcasting your presentation on a large screen, while enjoying a
splendid view of the life-size replica of Major George Preddy’s aircraft,
a P51-Mustang.
